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LOVE COMES FIRSTðAND LAST  

About 50 years ago, Eunice Kennedy Shriver started a 

backyard summer sports camp so that her sister, who was 

intellectually challenged, could have fun with other kids. None 

of the other sports camps were open to children like Rosemary. 

It was never Euniceôs intention to do anything bigðshe just 

loved her sister and wanted to make life sweeter for her.  But 

that backyard play-time evolved into what we now call 

ñSpecial Olympics.ò  
 

Eunice gave the ñhighest giftò that St. Paul describes todayð

simple, selfless love.  But we learn in the gospel that Jesusô 

hometown was not interested in loving Jesus this way.  Though 

they knew him from childhood, they did not love him 

unconditionallyðthey asked for signs and miracles, and when 

Jesus revealed their true hearts, they tried to throw him off a 

cliff!  What a homecoming!  
 

Today, Jesus is asking for the kind of open-hearted love from 

us that he hoped for from the people of his time and place.  

Love isnôt repeating ñLord, Lordò while feeling warm and 

fuzzy. Our Catechism reminds us that we can even sin by 

being ungrateful, indifferent, or lukewarm toward Godôs love. 

(Sec. 2094)  
 

We are ñto love all creatures for God and because of God.ò  So 

we might use St. Paulôs list to ask: Are we kind when talking 

to someone whoôs driving us crazyðespecially family 

members? Are we patient and caring when interacting with 

animals?  Do we show gratitude and wonder when caring for 

lawns, plants, and trees?  
 

Donôt be discouraged if your love isnôt returnedðremember 

the Special Olympics motto:  ñLet me win, but if I cannot win, 

let me be brave in the attempt.ò   Let our small, brave attempts 

make a start toward transforming the world.

Confirmation Novena Prayer 

Jan. 29- Feb. 6, 2010 
 

Dear Candidate, 

As the day of your Confirmation draws near, you will want to take time to reflect on what it means to live in the Spirit of Jesus.  

One way to do this is by making a novena.  A novena is nine days of prayer.  It has its origin in the nine days Mary and the disciples 

spent in prayer before the coming of the Spirit on Pentecost.   

Making this novena could be one of the most important things you do to prepare for Confirmation.  If you come before the Lord 

truly open to His Spirit at work in your heart, you will receive special graces.  You will discover more about Godôs great love for 

you and be ready to respond to His love as a confirmed Christian. 

Each day, read the thought taken from Scripture and pray the prayer.  Then try to do the practice for the intention stated in the 

prayer.  Ask others to pray for you and with you, as you prepare to be a confirmed Catholic who brings Godôs love to others.  

Day 1 ï Jan. 29     Lord, send out your Spirit and renew the face of the earth. 

Prayer:  May the Holy Spirit reconcile all divisions in friendships, families, nations, and the Church.  May the gift of knowledge 

help us work for peace.  Let us pray: 

 Come Holy Spirit!  Make us One! 

Practice:  Seek  forgiveness if necessary, or pray a prayer for peace in a particular country. 

Day 2 ï Jan.30   Come, Holy Spirit, shine on us with the radiance of your love. 

Prayer:  May the Holy Spirit help us to rejoice in the countless blessings  God has given us and teach us to do Godôs will.  May the 

Spiritôs wisdom guide us and all Godôs people.  Let us pray:   

 Come Holy Spirit!  Make us One! 

Practice:  Spend extra time in silent prayer, talking and listening to the Spirit in your heart. 

Day 3 ï Jan.31   We follow Christ, who was anointed by the Spirit to bring us good news.  

Prayer:  May the Holy Spirit give us right judgment to act justly:  to release oppressed people, to shelter the homeless, to see Christ 

in the poor, and to comfort those who mourn.  Let us pray: 

 Come Holy Spirit!  Make us One! 

Practice:  Earn or set aside money for a charitable cause. 

Day 4 ï Feb. 1   The Father will send the Holy Spirit to be with you always. 

Prayer:  May the Holy Spirit fill our hearts with love for the Father and respect for creation.  May the gift of reverence enable us to 

respect and develop nature and not destroy it.  Let us pray: 

 Come Holy Spirit!  Make us One! 

Practice:  Use everything with care today. 

Day 5 ï Feb.2   When the Spirit of truth comes, He will teach you all truth. 

Prayer:  May the Holy Spiritôs gift of understanding enlighten us to better grasp Christôs love for us and show us how to love others 

as He loves us.  May we show our love by serving our brothers and sisters.  Let us pray: 

 Come Holy Spirit!  Make us One! 

Practice:  Do someone a hidden favor today ï a random act of kindness.   

Day 6 ï Feb.3   I give you a new heart, a new spirit within you. 

Prayer:  May the Spirit strengthen us with courage to accept suffering with faith.  Let our prayers comfort the dying and bring all 

the deceased to eternal life.  Let us pray: 

 Come Holy Spirit!  Make us One! 

Practice:  Do not complain, but speak positively. 

Day 7 ï Feb.4    One Lord, one faith, one Baptism. One God and Father of all. 

Prayer:  May the Holy Spirit protect and unite the Church.  Let our parish family gather for the Eucharist as a community of love.  

Let us pray: 

 Come Holy Spirit!  Make us One! 

Practice:  Be kind to someone you dislike. 

Day 8 ï Feb. 5   You are Godôs temple and the Spirit of the Lord lives in you. 

Prayer:  May the gift of wonder and awe enable us to reject sin, and may the Spirit of the Lord live in us as His temple.  Let us pray: 

 Come Holy Spirit!  Make us One! 

Practice:  Try to do only the things that please God. 

Day 9 ï Feb. 6    The Lord has done great things for us; we are filled with joy. 

Prayer:  On this day of Confirmation, may we be filled with zeal to proclaim the Gospel.  In the joy and strength of the Holy Spirit, 

we pray: 

 Come Holy Spirit!  Make us One! 

Practice:  Be pleasant and grateful to all.
