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PASSION VS. COMFORT  
There is a town that has something unique.  It is a drive-in Passion 

play, where you watch the action from a big parking lot and listen to 

the words over an FM radio station. Their ad says, ñCome and 

experience the Life and Passion of Christðall from the comfort of 

your own car.ò   
 

I think we could all agree that, if there is any word we would never 

associate with the Passion of Christ, it would be the word ñcomfort.ò  

But the greatest comfort can come to us from living a life of faith, 

which includes Christôs Passion.  So, following the life and Passion of 

Jesus Christ does not mean we should never experience comfort.  But 

itôs hardly a spectator sport, is it?  
 

Becoming involved with Jesus starts very young, with a sense of 

mystery.  Maybe as a child at the ocean, playing football, or walking 

in the woods--or listening to a piece of amazing music--somehow, we 

were getting a whiff of a deeper truth about life.  
 

Somehow, the deep inner questions led us to Jesusðand the mystery 

of being his Body for others through the thick and the thin of life. But 

we cannot be ñthe Church that God desires from within our areas of 

comfort.ò (K. Kirsten)  
 

What ARE the ñareas of comfortò that hold us backðas an 

individual, or as a churchðfrom living as Jesus would? Beer and 

bubble baths are fine. But are we uncomfortable being around the 

poor, the disabled, the needyðdo we pamper ourselves to an extent 

we know is excessive? 
 

When Jesus says, ñAlas for the rich,ò it means the richness of comfort 

and distraction that keeps us from examining our motives and our 

actions.  Letôs reflect upon our discomfort until it becomes a new 

awarenessðof a passion for love beyond comfort.

LENT:  REGULATIONS FOR FAST AND ABSTINENCE  

Ash Wednesday, February 17th and Good Friday, April 2nd are days of fast and abstinence.   

Fridays of Lent are also days of abstinence. 
 

Fasting is to be observed by all 18 years of age and older, who have not yet celebrated their 59th birthday.  On a fast day one full 

meal is allowed.  Two other meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken according to each oneôs needs, but together they 

should not equal another full meal.  Eating between meals is not permitted, but liquids, including milk and juices, are allowed. 
 

Abstinence is observed by all 14 years of age and older.  On days of abstinence no meat is allowed.  Note that when health or ability 

to work would be seriously affected, the law does not oblige.  When in doubt concerning fast and abstinence, the parish priest should 

be consulted. 
 

Fasting, almsgiving, and prayer are the three traditional disciplines of Lent.  The faithful and catechumens should undertake these 

practices seriously in a spirit of penance and of preparation for baptism or of renewal of baptism at Easter.
