The wealthy man in the gospel today thought that he had all 

the control he would ever need.  He saw his wealth as a way of 

controlling the world around himðin other words, as long as 

he had stored up plenty of grain and goods, he could kick back 

complacently and say, ñIôm in great shape for the futureðnow 

I can just relax, eat, drink, and be merry!ò  Well, didnôt our 

stock brokers tell us we could say the same thing a few years 

ago, when we were getting good returns on our stock 

investments?  
 

So we get a small shock when God uses language that humans 

have been warned not to use: ñYou fool! Youôre going to die 

tonight and someone else will get it allé But thatôs how it is 

when you store up wealth for yourselfðbut are not rich in 

what matters to God.ò We donôt need to apologize for having 

money in the bankðbut what does it really mean to become 

rich in what matters to God?   Letôs compare this gospel with 

the Martha and Mary story we heard two weeks ago.  There, 

Martha asked Jesus to ñtell my sister Mary to help me prepare 

the meal.ò But Jesus surprised Martha by defending Mary, who 

was sitting at his feet, listening and learning.  
 

Martha had a rich opportunity to sit down with the Bread of 

Life and receive the words of life, but she was so distracted 

and fretful that she could not ñsee the forest for the trees.ò  Our 

culture also glorifies over-achieving, overwork, and busyness.  

Think back over your last weekðhow often were you in 

ñcontrol modeò, distracted and harried?  Or so focused on your 

vision of achieving, you couldnôt let go, and ñlet God.ò  
 

Jesus is reaching out to all of us, male and female, and 

reminding us to claim the ñbetter partò for ourselves.  And the 

ñbest partòðif we choose itðis to live in the word of God, 

and become rich in the things that matter to God.
